INTRODUCTION
DISTRICT DATA

The Concord Academy Boyne is located in Charlevoix County at 00401 Dietz
Road in Boyne City, Michigan. Concord Academy Boyne was chartered October 2,
1995 by Central Michigan University, as a Public School Academy (PSA). The PSA
district consists of over 574 sguare miles, has an operating budget of
approximately $980,000 and a total student enrollment in 1997-98 of 181
students in grades kindergarten through 10th grade.

The students of Concord Academy Boyne are served by a professional staff of
fifteen (15) people, five (5} of whom have masters degrees while the rest have
at least a bachelor's degree.

In addition to the professional staff, Concord Academy Boyne also employs
one (1) secretarial/clerical personnel, three (3} insfructional aides, and one (2)
part-time custodian.

Concord Academy Boyne (CAB) holds a two week reenroliment period for
students currently attending CAB. Families are informed through weekly
newsletters as well as through our monthly newsletter. After this time, we
hold an open enrollment period for two weeks. We advertise in two local
newspapers the various grade levels for which we still have openings. Siblings
of existing CAB students have first priority in filling class openings. Any
remaining openings are filled through a random selection of remaining
applicants.
