     There has already been some research done on finding grants to help fund this  

     program.  

Federal monies are available to Charter Schools for lunch programs. 

2) The Boyne Falls School would be willing to contract to deliver ‘healthy lunches’ 

    through their lunch program.  Their lunches currently run approximately $2.  We 

    would probably need to purchase a cooler and a warmer.  

   We may also be able to receive a grant to subsidize lunches for lower income kids.     

3) They could use some help in writing for grants.

4) We may be able to bring in agencies to increase awareness of health issues.            

   Sarah and Christy will continue to work on this project.
