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History

Phase I: The Beginning

Construction began on Dietz Road in the summer of 1995. The original
construction consisted of nine regular classrooms, three larger fine arts
rooms, and a few small rooms used for offices. This 13,000 sq. ft. build-
ing housed a K-8 school in our first year.

Phase II: The Second Step

In the summer of 1998, construction began on a 15,000 sq. ft. addition
that consisted of seven regular classrooms, a double room to be used as
a library space, and two additional sets of bathrooms. This addition was
built after we decided to add a high school to our existing system. We
agreed to allocate this larger area for the Elementary wing, while we
made renovations to the original wing in order to better serve the addi-
tion of a high school program. Our transition was a gradual one, adding
one grade per year, with our first graduating class being the class of
2000. Four rooms were converted into two large science classrooms,

one for the Middle School and one for the High School.
Phase lll: The Future

While we are committed to our original vision and focus, we are cur-
rently looking for ways to increase the seating capacity for school per-
formances. Recently we have been examining the possibility of expand-
ing our auditorium and/or constructing separate structures for the afore-
mentioned purpose.

Enrollment
Some information about charter schools:

Demographics

Charter schools are community schools drawing students from a large
geographic area. Concord Boyne has students from four counties: An-
trim, Charlevoix, Emmet, and Otsego. Our students come from over half
a dozen different school districts with the majority coming from sur-
rounding public districts.

The technology available to Concord Academy Boyne (CAB) students and staff consists
of laptop and desktop computers, printers, scanners, digital cameras, LCD projectors,
document cameras, and a wireless network with filtered Internet access. These devices
are part of a network that runs throughout the school, including the computer lab and
classrooms. Internet access for web browsing and file transfers will be available from
network computers. Software and web applications will be available to meet the goals
and needs of the school curriculum and the Technology Standards set forth by the State
of Michigan. Students in the computer lab will be supervised by school faculty, while
homeroom teachers are responsible for monitoring classroom computer use. The
guidelines outlined in this policy extend to any new technology resources acquired by
CAB. All users will be notified about any policy changes.

The school network and Internet access are provided for school-related purposes to
staff, students, and parents who agree to act in a considerate and responsible manner.
Users are responsible for appropriate behavior on the network just as they are in a
classroom or hallway. Communications on the network are public in nature, so school
rules for behavior and communications apply. This includes, but is not limited to:
proper treatment of equipment, appropriate network etiquette, acceptable use of
Internet resources, and respect for the privacy and rights of other users. Access is a
privilege, not a right.

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Social Studies

Online Learning Credit Students at CAB participate in Career Forward, a
state-approved online learning course. This course
allows them to determine different professions
that they may be interested in, and what require-
ments they need for them.

High school students are required to earn a total of 30 credits to graduate. Even if they
exceed the required number of credits, it is expected that all students maintain a full
schedule throughout their four years at CAB.
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Advancement to Next Grade: All students need to be successful to ad-

vance to the next grade level. In the elementary grades (K-5), this is de-
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In middle school (grades 6-8), the school board has set as policy that a

student will not advance to the next grade if he or she fails two core aca-

demic classes. If this occurs, the student can either make up classes dur-

ing the summer, or repeat the grade level in the fall.

In high school, students earn credits for each class taken. To advance to

the next grade level, students need to be in a good position to graduate

within a four-year time frame. The schedule is as follows:

1 To be a sophomore, students must have a minimum of 7 credits.
1 To be ajunior, students must have a minimum of 14 credits.

1 To be a senior, students must have a minimum of 21 credits.

If students fail any courses that prevent them from reaching the above

number of credits, they will remain in the same grade until the required

number of credits has been reached. If students fail required classes,

they will need to make them up in order to graduate. Students may do

this through summer school or within our schedule, if it will work. Inde-

pendent classes will not be offered. Any student wishing to make up
credits outside of CAB, particularly for online classes, needs to have

them approved by administration to ensure they follow the MMC cur-

riculum, as required by the State of Michigan. We do not accept credits
that do not follow MMC guidelines.
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
